· Please make sure that if you are teaching you ring the people down to help. If they are unavailable please find a substitute. You must NEVER be on your own.

· If you are unable to do your session – please contact someone on your team to arrange to swap a session, so that it remains fair for all workers.
Due to a number of people recently coming off the Beacons team and as yet, being unable to find enough replacements, we have found it necessary to merge the Beacons groups. We know that this is far from ideal and will continue to actively seek new people to join the rotas’; we are very grateful to those who have recently joined. It is our hope that after Christmas we will be able to return to 3 groups again.
In the mean time we will have 2 groups:

SALT (for children in school years Nursery, Reception, Years 1 & 2)

LIGHT (For Children in school years 3, 4, 5, 6)

Workers from the old SPLASH (middle) group have been split between these two new groups as there are children from SPLASH in both the new groups.

Obviously there is a huge age gap between children in Nursery and children in Year 2. It is our suggestion to teachers of the SALT group that after you have done a story and a game you have two separate activities. One for the older children and one for the younger ones (i.e. the younger ones may just like to colour in - the Scripture Union books will have suggestions and photo copy sheets for this). We suggest you use one of your helpers to go to one side of the room with the younger group and the teacher goes with the older children, leaving the other helper to float between both groups and to help with toileting etc... As an alternative, the younger children may simply wish to play with a few toys (i.e. play dough) for the last part of the session with one of the helpers, whilst the older children continue with an activity. This is of course up to you... you may have a better idea than us.
Don’t forget you may also choose to break up the lesson with a juice and biscuit break. Just ask whoever is on coffees to leave you some, before the service
