 Why do we not have to fear condemnation if we trust Jesus? 
 
 

 What is the thing that you most worry about that makes you feel like you are separated from 
Gods love?  Are you? 

 

 How does God want you to feel (v38)? 
 
 

 God’s love is not sentimental.  How do these verses help us to understand what his love is 
like?
